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REQUIREMENTS:

A large slow growing evergreen succulent tree-like shrubto 1.5 -3
metres tall or more, but usually seen from 1 - 2 metres tall. One or more
stems bear dense rosettes with many narrow moderately-rigid but not
sharp, pointed, 2 - 5¢cm wide by 1 metre long leaves that are a very
attractive silvery blue-green colour and have finely-toothed margins.
Mature plants produce a 1.3 metre tall stalk in spring, bearing thou-
sands of small lightly-fragrant white flowers, after which the flowering
rosette dies and is replaced from below.
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
